WARD 1 COMMUNITY MEETING NOTES 
(Adlai Stevenson/Joann Park Presentation, 1/27/11)
Community Relations Specialist Brian McIntyre opened the CMSD design team presentation by introducing architects David Bowen and John Kilway and OHGR construction manager Fred Rodgers.  Mr. McIntyre explained plans are underway to demolish the old Adlai Stevenson and update Joann Park, where the old and new schools currently stand.  Ward 1 Councilman Terrell Pruitt was on-hand to help address citizens’ concerns and questions.

After the design team presented illustrations of the proposal to update Joann Park and explained the demolition process, the discussion included the following questions, concerns and topics:
-A resident asked why the old building can’t be used for a biblical-studies school.  The team explained the old school was part of a swap with the City of Cleveland Parks Department and the property will go back to the city.  

-A resident asked if the plan for the park includes park benches.  The team responded that is a matter for the Parks Department.  

-Members of the community would like to reschedule the open house cancelled due to inclement weather.  Mr. McIntyre said he would look into that possibility.  Since that time, the principal and academic superintendent of the school have been notified of the request. 

-A resident expressed concern about security around the new school.  Councilman Pruitt fortified assurances from the design team that Cleveland Police and CMSD Safety and Security would work in concert to ensure safety at the new building, and that there is a CMSD Safety and Security presence on-site at all times during the school day.  The team also explained the new schools are designed with security in mind.  The councilman said the new school and park will attract the kind of activity that will keep out unwanted elements.
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
