Hallway - Procedural Information

General Expectations to support the “Pyramid of Success”

· Be Safe
· Be Respectful

· Be Responsible

Hallways/Stairs

The purpose for hallways/stairs is to direct traffic flow from one place to another on any floor of the school building.  Hallways/stairs direct traffic to classrooms, other designated space such as the school office, gym, etc. and also to exit doorways.  Hallways/stairs function at maximum levels during “peak” traffic movement such as student arrival/dismissal, during lunchtime and for change of class periods.  Hallways may be temporary areas for classroom instruction when building space capacity is limited.  Hallways may also hold extra equipment for storage purposes or for interim use during the school day, such as desks used for individual tutoring, etc.  Hallways may also be lined with student lockers, bulletin boards, signs and decorative items such as hanging plants, aquariums, etc.   Hallways may be designated as two-way or one-way and marked as such with signs, or painted arrows on walls or floors. 

Hallway/Stairs Options

· The physical design of hallways/stairs generally promotes maximum efficiency for traffic flow.  Some hallways/stairs in some parts of the school building may be smaller in width and number of steps than others.  Students and adults understand and use hallways/stairs for traffic flow at designated times of the school day.  

· Students understand and use hallways for going to/from individual lockers to obtain or store books, personal items, etc.  Locker usage can occur during arrival/dismissal, at lunchtime and/or during change of class periods.

· Typically, younger students experience hallway/stair usage as a class when going to/from the bathroom or when moving to designated areas of the building.  Procedures and rules for class hallway/stair usage are established per classroom.

· Typically, older students experience hallway/stair usage individually at all times of the school day.  Hallway/stair time for older students includes social interaction with classmates and/or other adults.

Troubleshooting in the Hallways and on Stairs

	Troubleshooting Ideas

	Students demonstrate understanding of the purpose of hallways/stairs.
	Staff re-iterates the purpose of hallways/stairs to students; to move from one location to another in an efficient manner.  All hallways/stairs display text/icons that indicate the hallway/stair’s purpose.  Students are reminded of using hallways/stairs as efficiently as possible, to minimize time in hallways, on stairs, and to maximize time in classrooms, etc.

	Students demonstrate understanding of traffic flow patterns in hallways and on stairs.
	Staff verbalizes the procedure for using hallways/stairs to move from place to place.  Students understand the differences between two-way and one-way traffic flow.  Hallway/stairs display signs with text/icons (arrows, stop signs, etc.), for their use.

	Students demonstrate use of individual lockers in hallways
	Staff verbalizes the purpose for individual locker usage, such as object storage/removal.  Staff verbalize being quiet during locker usage and understand when to request adult assistance when a locker door is jammed, etc.  The hallway walls display text/icons for appropriate locker usage. 

	Students demonstrate understanding of the parameters of social interaction when in hallways, on stairs and using lockers.
	Staff verbalizes the procedures for social interactions such as conversation with locker mates in a whisper voice.  Staff verbalizes the procedure for whole class movement for younger students in a hallway and on stairs, such as being silent and paying attention to the teacher.  Staff verbalizes the procedure for older students in a hallway or on stairs, such as being polite and paying attention to the movement in front/behind them, etc.  The hallways/stairs display text/icons that indicate all appropriate social interaction.

	Students demonstrate understanding of how to obtain adult assistance in the hallways and on stairs.
	Staff re-iterates and models the agreed-upon, universal attention signal.  For students in distress such as being sick or needing personal help, students understand the signal or ways to obtain help from security or hall monitors.

Hallway
Objective:
Students will be Safe, Respectful and Responsible in the hallway.

Time:
45 minutes

Materials:
KWL Worksheet for each student.

Three pages of chart paper for t-charts.
Discuss:
What is the purpose of the hallway?


When do you use the hallway?


Do you feel safe in the hallway?


Why is it important to walk in the hallway?

What does Be Safe/Be Respectful/Be Responsible look like in the hallway?

Rationale:
The purpose of the hallway is to direct traffic flow from one place to another on any floor of the building.  The organization of the hallways help to direct traffic to classrooms and other designated areas such as the gym, office, cafeteria etc.  Hallways may be designated as two-way or one-way and marked as such with signs or painted arrows on the walls.  

 Instructional Procedures

1. Distribute KWL worksheets to each student. 

2. Ask students, “What do they know about being Safe, Respectful and Responsible in the hallway? Students are to complete their own Know section for each expectation of Safe, Respectful and Responsible.

3. Ask students, “What do they want to know about being Safe, Respectful and Responsible in the hallway? Students are to complete their own Want section for each expectation of Safe, Respectful and Responsible.

4. Instruct student to put aside their KWL worksheets. 

5. Using a t-chart for each expectation, facilitate three examples from students of students being unsafe, disrespectful and irresponsible in the hallway.  

6. Records student responses on each of the three t-charts.  

7. Complete the other half of each t-chart.   Introduce each section with the statement, “Here is what Be _______ looks like in the hallway.”   Complete each t-chart.  Suggested responses are provided below. 

a. To Be Safe in the hallway we need to:  Keep one arms length away from the person ahead of us in line – Walk so we do not fall and hurt ourselves or others.
b. To Be Responsible in the hallway we need to:  Continually walk without stopping (unless directed to by staff) – Ignore distractions. 

c. To Be Respectful in the hallway we need to: Keep hands to ourselves – Listen to all adults – Walk, watching where we are going so we don’t run into others – Use an appropriate voice.
Role Plays – Concentration Game
For the following activity arrange your room to reflect a hallway or move your students out into the actual hallway.  Divide your students into three homogenous groups.  Each group will rotate through each of the following roles: “Observers” “Distracters” and “Concentrators”.  

Discuss what the words distraction and concentration mean.  Apply the terms to what it means to walk down the hall in a safe, respectful and responsible manner.  Elicit examples from the students.

Explain to the students the rules of the Hallway Concentration Game

· The group called the “Concentrators” will be the students standing in line.  While standing in line the “Concentrators” will be demonstrating what it means to be Safe, Responsible and Respectful in the hallway

· The group called the “Distracters” will be walking up and down the hallway trying to get your attention (talking to you, saying your name, gently tapping you shoulder, yelling out etc).

· The concentrators are to remain facing forward in line and move down the hallways as directed by the teacher.  The concentrators are not allowed to make eye contact, laugh, talk or touch the “Distracters.”

· The group of observers will be timing the concentrators with a clock.  Once any one of the concentrators becomes distracted the time stops.
· The goal of the game is to concentrate for as long as possible without being distracted.
· Each group will have a chance to play all three roles- observer, distracter and concentrator.
Description of Roles

Concentrators – This group of students will line up in the hallway and walk down the hall demonstrating what is means to be safe, respectful and responsible in the hallway.  They will follow the directions from the teacher as they are given (move to the right, stop, pass).
Distracters – 
This group of students will walk down the hallway and attempt to distract the “Concentrators” by talking to the students, giving high fives, gently touching the students, etc.

Observers - 
This group will be divided into two groups.  Group one will observe the “Concentrators” and watch for ways in which they are demonstrating safe, responsible and respectful behavior in the hallway.  Group one will also watch the “Distracters” and watch for ways in which the “Distracters”are demonstrating unsafe, irresponsible and disrespectful behaviors in the hallway. 
Check for Understanding

1. Have observers share their observations with the class.

2. Have students complete the Learn section of their KWL worksheets using the t-charts as guides.

3. Repeat variations of the hallway concentration game until every member of the class can respond with a “thumbs – up” that they understand Safe, Respectful, and Responsible in the cafeteria.
